2. Applicant Wiggins Telephone Association shall file its exhibits and testimony, in question-and-answer format, by August 23, 2002.  Intervenors shall file their exhibits and testimony, in question-and-answer format, by September 20, 2002.  Rebuttal testimony, in question-and-answer format, shall be filed by October 4, 2002.

3. Service of all motions, testimony, and other pleadings shall be made on all other parties electronically.  Testimony shall be served electronically by noon the day it is due.  A paper copy of all testimony shall also be served by mail the same day it is due and filed in paper format.
