I.
STATEMENT

A.
On August 1, 2002, Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC (Alpine), and Intervenor, Kids Wheels, LLC, (Kids Wheels), filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.

B.
The caption of the Motion references Docket No. 02A-324BP (contract carrier application).  However, Paragraph I of the Motion recites the common carrier authority sought by Alpine in Docket No. 02A-323CP (common carrier application).  It is presumed that the proposed amendment relates to the contract carrier application since Kids Wheels did not intervene in the common carrier application.  Even so, Paragraph III of the Motion sets forth an incomplete description of the contract carrier application.  As a result, it is somewhat unclear whether the proposed restrictive amendment is intended to apply to all the named entities Alpine seeks to serve in its contract carrier application.

C.
In addition, reference to “Alpine Transportation’s passengers” in the proposed restrictive amendment is inappropriate since any permit that might be issued by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission could potentially be transferred to another carrier.  That would render this language inapplicable or ambiguous.
 

A. For these reasons, the Motion must be rejected. 

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed in the captioned proceeding by Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC, and Intervenor, Kids Wheels, LLC on August 1, 2002, is rejected.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
