I.
STATEMENT

A.
On August 1, 2002, Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC (Alpine), and Intervenor, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (Alpine Taxi), filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  On August 8, 2002, Alpine and Alpine Taxi filed a Notice of Amendment to the Motion.  The Notice of Amendment and the Motion are collectively referred to herein as the Amended Motion.

B.
Under the terms of the Amended Motion, Alpine and Alpine Taxi request that the captioned application be amended to read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service, 

Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of El Paso, Garfield, La Plata, Routt and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I) Restricted against transportation of passengers and their baggage between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and points in Routt County, Colorado, on the other hand; and

(II) Any service to or from Routt County, Colorado, is restricted to trips that both originate and terminate in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, or Jefferson, State of Colorado.

C.
The Amended Motion requests that the Alpine Taxi intervention be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the above-described amendments.  

D.
It is found that the amendments proposed in the Amended Motion are restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  Such amendments will, therefore, be accepted and the intervention previously filed in this matter by Alpine Taxi is deemed withdrawn. 

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and Notice of Amendment to Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed in the captioned proceeding by Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC and Intervenor, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., are granted.

2. Unless further restricted, any authority granted to Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC, in this proceeding shall read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service, 

Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of El Paso, Garfield, La Plata, Routt and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I) Restricted against transportation of passengers and their baggage between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and points in Routt County, Colorado, on the other hand; and

(II) Any service to or from Routt County, Colorado, is restricted to trips that both originate and terminate in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, or Jefferson, State of Colorado.

3. The intervention previously filed in this proceeding by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. is withdrawn.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
