I.
STATEMENT

A. On August 16, 2002, Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC (Alpine), and Intervenor, Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels), filed an Amended Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Amended Motion) in the captioned proceeding.
  

B.
Under the terms of the Amended Motion, Alpine and Kids Wheels request that the captioned application be amended to read as follows:

For a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, 

Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I) Restricted to providing transportation service for (1) Jefferson County Division of Human Services, 900 Jefferson County Parkway, Golden, Colorado 80401; (2) City & County of Denver Department of Human Services, 1200 Federal Boulevard, Denver, Colorado 80204; (3) Arapahoe/Douglas Mental Health Network, 5500 South Sycamore Street, Suite #303, Littleton, Colorado 80120; and (4) Arapahoe County Community Services Department, 2009 West Littleton Boulevard, Littleton, Colorado 80120; and

(II) Restricted against the transportation of persons 17 years of age or younger, unless said persons are the companions of carrier’s passengers.

C.
The Amended Motion requests that the Kids Wheels intervention be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the above-described amendment.  

D.
It is found that the amendments proposed in the Amended Motion are restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  Such amendments will, therefore, be accepted and the intervention previously filed in this matter by Kids Wheels is deemed withdrawn. 

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Amended Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed in the captioned proceeding by Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC and Intervenor, Kids Wheels, LLC, is granted.

2. Unless further restricted, any authority granted to Applicant, Alpine Transportation, LLC, in this proceeding shall read as follows:

For a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, 

Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(III) Restricted to providing transportation service for (1) Jefferson County Division of Human Services, 900 Jefferson County Parkway, Golden, Colorado 80401; (2) City & County of Denver Department of Human Services, 1200 Federal Boulevard, Denver, Colorado 80204; (3) Arapahoe/Douglas Mental Health Network, 5500 South Sycamore Street, Suite #303, Littleton, Colorado 80120; and (4) Arapahoe County Community Services Department, 2009 West Littleton Boulevard, Littleton, Colorado 80120; and

(IV) Restricted against the transportation of persons 17 years of age or younger, unless said persons are the companions of carrier’s passengers.

3. The intervention previously filed in this proceeding by Kids Wheels, LLC is withdrawn.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
