I.
STATEMENT

A. On August 20, 2002, counsel for Applicant, Richard Oberle, doing business as Colorado Tour Transportation (Colorado Tour), filed correspondence requesting that two individuals not previously included on Applicant’s previously filed witness and exhibits lists be allowed to testify at the hearing of this matter.  This request will be construed as a motion to supplement Applicant’s witness and exhibits list (Motion to Supplement).

B. On August 21, 2002, Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Home James) and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (Alpine Taxi), filed separate Objections and Motions for Protective Order in connection with discovery submitted to them by Colorado Tour (Discovery Motions).  The Discovery Motions requested that the response time thereto be shortened to August 30, 2002.

C. On August 21, 2002, Alpine Taxi also filed a Motion to Dismiss or to Require Re-notice of the Application (Motion to Dismiss).  The Motion to Dismiss also requested that the response time thereto be shortened to August 30, 2002.

D. The hearing of this matter is currently scheduled to commence on September 10, 2002.  Prompt resolution of the above-described motions is desirable in order to afford the parties sufficient time to prepare for hearing.  Accordingly, response time to the Motion to Supplement, the Discovery Motion, and the Motion to Dismiss will be shortened to August 30, 2002.

ORDER

E. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motions to Shorten Response Time filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., on August 21, 2002, are granted.

2. Any desired resposes to the motion to supplement witness and exhibits list filed by Richard Oberle, doing business as Colorado Tour Transportation, the Objections and Motions for Protective Order filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and/or the Motion to Dismiss or Require Republication filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., must be filed on or before August 30, 2002.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
