A. On August 27, 2002, Applicant Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People’s Choice Transportation, Inc., filed its Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision.  Applicant notes that Decision No. R02-927 was served August 23, 2002, and that Applicant has ordered a transcript in this proceeding to file along with its exceptions.  Applicant seeks an extension of time to and including 20 days from the filing of the official transcript to file its exceptions.
