A. On August 2, 2002, at the scheduled hearing of the captioned application, the motion of Applicant, All City Express, Inc., to dismiss the interventions of Metro Taxi, Inc., and Kids Wheels, LLC was granted.

B. Since the matter became noncontested after the dismissal of intervention, it qualified for consideration under the Commission’s modified procedure.  In order to make a determination with respect to Applicant’s fitness to operate, it is necessary to review a financial statement showing Applicants assets, liabilities, and net worth.  It is noted that in the application, Applicant submitted merely a bank deposit statement which does not make a complete showing necessary to determine the financial fitness of the Applicant.

C. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Rule 50(e)(6) requires Applicant to submit a financial statement along with other requirements as part of its application.
