statement

A. By Decision No. R02-843-I (August 5, 2002), the hearing of this matter was vacated at the request of Applicant.  Most of the parties have submitted available dates to reschedule the hearing.  The hearing will be rescheduled in the following order.

B. On August 1, 2002, Intervenor Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West) filed a Motion to Dismiss and Alternate Motion In Limine, Motion for Shortened Response Time, and Motion for Attorney’s Fees.

C. On August 19, 2002, Chase Works Cleaning Service, LLC, doing business as Good Luck Shuttle, LLC (Applicant) and Golden West filed a stipulation and motion to restrictively amend the application, and to withdraw intervention.

D. By the terms of the Stipulation, Applicant restricts its application by requesting that Jefferson County, Colorado be eliminated from the authority sought in this application.  With the proposed restrictive amendment, the authority requested in the instant application reads as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service and charter service,

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Gilpin, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

(1)
This authority is restricted against the pick-up or drop off of passengers at Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado;

(2)
This authority is restricted against any transportation service that originates or terminates at Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado; and

(3)
This authority is restricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of eight to fifteen passengers, excluding the driver.

E. Golden West states that if the Commission accepts the proposed restrictive amendment offered by Applicant in the Stipulation, it will withdraw its intervention.

F. It is found that the request of Applicant to restrict the requested authority is administratively acceptable.  The restrictive amendment is clearly stated and enforceable.  The restrictive amendment will be accepted.
