A. On September 3, 2002, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and for Approval of Alternative Schedule (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks to vacate and reschedule the hearing and modify the procedural schedule previously established in this matter by Decision No. C02-746.

B. As grounds for the Motion, Qwest indicates that its legal counsel is unavailable on the currently scheduled hearing date due to a previous commitment.  The Motion states that the other parties to this case, the Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel, have agreed to the modifications of the procedural schedule set forth therein.

C. The Motion establishes good grounds for modifying the current procedural schedule.  Therefore, the modified procedural schedule set forth therein will be adopted with two exceptions.  A November 22, 2002, deadline will be imposed for filing statements of position and the time period for filing responses to exceptions will be shortened to ten days.  These changes are necessary in order to allow the Commission sufficient time to issue a final decision in this matter prior to expiration of the 210-day suspension period set forth in § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and for Approval of Alternative Schedule filed by Qwest Corporation is granted, in part.

4. Qwest Corporation shall file its direct testimony and exhibits on or before September 6, 2002.

5. The Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel shall file their answer testimony and exhibits on or before October 11, 2002.

6. Response time to discovery directed to direct and/or answer testimony shall be shortened to five business days.

7. Qwest Corporation shall file any desired rebuttal testimony and exhibits to the answer testimony filed by the Staff of the Commission and/or the Office of Consumer Counsel on or before October 25, 2002.  Such rebuttal testimony and exhibits shall be provided to the Staff of the Commission and/or the Office of Consumer Counsel electronically on the same day it is filed with the Commission.

8. Discovery relating to rebuttal testimony and exhibits filed by Qwest Corporation shall be served on or before October 30, 2002.  Response time to such discovery shall be shortened to four business days.

9. Post-hearing statements of position shall be filed by the parties on or before November 22, 2002.

10. Response time to any exceptions filed in this proceeding shall be shortened to ten days.
