statement

A. By Decision No. C02-870 (Mailed Date August 13, 2002), the Commission suspended Advice Letter No. 433 filed by Greeley Gas Company (Greeley); established an intervention period in Docket No. 02S-411G; and set a prehearing conference in that docket for September 24, 2002. 

B. By Decision No. C02-923 (Mailed Date August 23, 2002), the Commission suspended Advice Letter No. 432 filed by Greeley; established an intervention period in Docket No. 02S-442G; consolidated that docket with Docket No. 02S-411G; and set a prehearing conference in that docket for September 24, 2002.   

C. The intervention period in Docket No. 02S-442G will end on September 23, 2002, one day before the scheduled prehearing conference.  This is insufficient time for parties in the two consolidated dockets to confer regarding the issues to be discussed at the prehearing conference (see discussion infra).  As a result, the prehearing conference scheduled for September 24, 2002, is vacated and rescheduled to September 30, 2002, at 10:00 a.m.  

D. The following issues will be discussed at the prehearing conference:  (1) date for filing Greeley’s direct testimony in Docket No. 02S-442G; (2) dates for filing answer, rebuttal, and cross-answer testimony; (3) dates for filing work papers which underlie testimony and exhibits, including Greeley’s direct testimony already filed in Docket No. 02S-411G; (4) date by which corrected testimony and exhibits, if any, will be filed; (5) date by which prehearing motions will be filed; (6) suggested date for final prehearing conference, should such a conference prove necessary; (7) suggested response times for discovery and audit requests; (8) suggested hearing dates; (9) suggested dates and locations for public comment hearings; (10) suggested date for post-hearing statements of position and whether such statements should be written or oral; (11) whether (and, if so, how) electronic service of documents will be used in this consolidated proceeding; and (12) whether (and, if so, when) a technical conference on the proffered Rate Design Model(s) should be scheduled.  

E. The undersigned expects that the parties will come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all of the deadlines and that the parties will have checked the Commission’s calendar with respect to any suggested dates for the hearing and the public comment hearing.  The parties are encouraged to consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the issues for discussion.   

F. In Decision No. C02-923 the Commission established a procedural schedule.  See ¶¶ II.A.4-6.  That schedule is vacated except insofar as it sets the intervention period in Docket No. 02S-442G.   

G. In Decision No. C02-870 the Commission established requirements for filing the Rate Design Model(s) used to support proposed rates, for filing the average Residential and Commercial customer impacts of a party’s proposed case, and for filing testimony.  See ¶¶ I.B.4-6.  Those filing requirements continue in effect, and the testimony filing requirements shall apply to both the consolidated dockets.
