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I.
STATEMENT

A. On August 22, 2002, Respondent, Qwest Corporation (Qwest), filed a Motion to Dismiss this complaint proceeding.  Qwest contends that Enersun Distributing (Enersun) does not have standing to bring this action since the telephone service that it alleges was improperly disconnected was in the name of another entity, Hearthside Stove and Solar.  Qwest also contends that Enersun must be represented by legal counsel under applicable law.

B. Under Rule 22(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b), Enersun’s response to the Motion to Dismiss was due on or before September 5, 2002.  A review of the Commission’s files indicates that Enersun has not yet filed a response.

C.
Rule 22(b) allows the Commission to enlarge the time for filing a response to a motion.  Because Enersun filed its complaint on a pro se basis, it is likely unaware of the above filing deadline.
  Therefore, the response time to the Motion to Dismiss will be extended to September 13, 2002.  Enersun’s failure to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss on or before that date may be deemed a confession of the same and may result in the dismissal of this proceeding.

ORDER

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response of Complainant, Enersun Distributing, to the Motion to Dismiss filed in this matter by Qwest Corporation shall be filed on or before September 13, 2002.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
