Statement
1. By Decision No. R02-947, mailed August 28, 2002, the hearing commissioner vacated the hearing set for September 5, 2002, regarding the proposed language and penalty amounts for the competitive local exchange carrier (CLEC) affecting changes and their inclusion in the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP).
