STATEMENT

A. The captioned applications were all filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) between August 7 and 30, 2002.  The applications of Owner/Driver United Corp., doing business as Blue Sky Shuttle (Blue Sky), and Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express), were published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” (Notice) on August 12, 2002.  The application of Flying Eagle Express Shuttle Service, Inc. (Flying Eagle), was published in the Commission’s Notice of August 26, 2002.  The application of Overseas Emporium, Inc. (Overseas Emporium), was published in the Commission’s Notice of September 9, 2002.  

B. These applications all generally seek common carrier authority to provide transportation services between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and various portions of the Denver metropolitan area, on the other hand.

C. Petitions to intervene in the Blue Sky, Englewood Express, and Flying Eagle applications have been filed by Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro”), and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.  Petitions to intervene in the Blue Sky application have also been filed by Kids Wheels, LLC and Golden West Commuter, LLC.  Nemarda Corporation has filed a petition to intervene in the Flying Eagle and Overseas Emporium applications.  Jody Cowen, doing business as Cowen Enterprises, and Metro have also intervened in the Overseas Emporium application.  The intervention period for the Flying Eagle and Overseas Emporium applications has not yet expired.

D. These applications are currently scheduled for hearing as follows:  Blue Sky—October 22, 2002; Englewood Express—October 21, 2002; Flying Eagle—October 31, 2002; and Overseas Emporium—November 12, 2002.

E. Rule 79(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-79(b), authorizes the Commission to set pre-hearing conferences for the purpose of expediting hearings and/or settling issues.  Such a conference is desirable in connection with these proceedings given the similarity of the operating authority applied for, the involved geographic areas, and the commonality of intervening parties.  In addition, all four applications were filed with the Commission during the same general time frame and have been assigned to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

F. Therefore, a pre-hearing conference will be held in these matters at the time and place set forth in this Interim Order.  Such conference will deal with all issues contemplated by 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(5) including, without limitation, the desirability of consolidating these proceedings for hearing pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-79(a), the resolution of any pending motions, the timing and scope of discovery, and the establishment of a procedural schedule(s), including hearing dates.

G. The hearing dates currently scheduled in connection with these applications are vacated.
  All deadlines established by the Notices pertaining to each of these applications regarding the filing of witness/exhibits lists are hereby suspended pending the outcome of the pre-hearing conference.
