I.
statement

A. By Decision No. R02-1020-I (Mailed Date September 13, 2002), the undersigned denied the Qwest Corporation (Qwest) Motion to Dismiss and established procedural dates for this docket.  

B. On September 18, 2002, Complainant Ann E. King (Complainant) filed her list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits she intends to offer at hearing.  From the record it appears that, despite the language of Decision No. R01-1020-I, Complainant did not serve these documents on Respondent Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  

C. On September 23, 2002, Qwest filed its Witness and Exhibit List.  In that filing Qwest stated that “Complainant has not filed an exhibit list, nor has Complainant specifically identified the documents or witnesses she intends to present in support of her claims.  Once Complainant has identified witnesses and submitted documents to be introduced as evidence, Qwest will supplement its Witness and Exhibit Lists to the extent necessary.”  Id. at 1-2.  

D. For reasons of administrative efficiency it is important that, in advance of the hearing, parties know the identities of witnesses and have an opportunity to review proposed exhibits.  

E. The hearing in this matter is scheduled for October 1, 2002.  

F. As noted above, Complainant has filed, although not served on Qwest, her list of witnesses and copies of exhibits she intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.  

G. If it intends to supplement its Witness and Exhibit Lists in this docket, Qwest must do so by noon on September 26, 2002.  In addition, by noon on September 26, 2002, Qwest must file two copies of each exhibit it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.  

H. Absent a showing of good cause, no witness will be permitted to testify and no document will be received into evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as provided in this Order and in Decision No. R02-1020-I.

I. It Is Ordered That:

1. Qwest shall file any supplement to its Witness and Exhibit Lists by noon on September 26, 2002.  

2. By noon on September 26, 2002, Qwest shall file two copies of each exhibit it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.  

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
