statement

A. On August 27, 2002, Petitioner MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., filed its Petition for Declaratory Order (petition).  Testimony in support of the petition accompanied the petition.  

B. On August 29, 2002, the Commission issued a Notice of Petition Filed and established a shortened intervention period.  The intervention period ended on September 9, 2002.  

C. The Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed timely interventions.  No other person has filed an intervention.  

D. From the interventions it appears that both the OCC and Staff contest the petition.  

E. Accordingly, a hearing in this docket must be scheduled and a procedural schedule established.  For that purpose a prehearing conference will be held on October 4, 2002.  

F. The parties should be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference:  (1) dates for filing answer, rebuttal, and cross-answer testimony; (2) date by which corrected testimony and exhibits, if any, will be filed; (3) date by which prehearing motions will be filed; (4) date for a final prehearing conference, should such a conference prove necessary; (5) response times for discovery and for audit; (6) hearing dates; (7) date for post-hearing statements of position and whether the statements should be written or oral; (8) whether this case is appropriate for summary judgment and, if it is, a schedule for submission of motions for summary judgment, responses, and replies; and (9) any issue which a party wishes to raise.  

G. The undersigned expects that the parties will come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all of the deadlines and that the parties will have checked the Commission’s calendar with respect to any suggested dates for the hearing.  The parties are encouraged to consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the issues for discussion.
