I.
statement

A. On September 26, 2002, Respondent Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Notice of Satisfaction with Affidavit, Motion for Dismissal with Prejudice, and Motion to Vacate Hearing Date with Request to Waive Response Time (Qwest notice).  The Qwest notice and supporting affidavit state, among other things, that Qwest has credited to Complainant Ann E. King’s account an amount of money which, according to Qwest, satisfies in full the complaint.  Qwest states that it credits this money for purposes of settlement and notwithstanding its continuing dispute of the complaint and its continuing denial that any monies are due to Ms. King.  

B. In view of the asserted full satisfaction of the complaint, Qwest moves to vacate the hearing in this docket scheduled for October 1, 2002.  Qwest also requests waiver of response time with respect to the motion to vacate.  The motion to vacate and the request for waiver of response time with respect to that motion will be granted.  

C. In view of the asserted full satisfaction of the complaint, Qwest also moves for dismissal of this docket with prejudice.  

D. Given that Qwest claims it has satisfied in full her complaint and given that Qwest has filed a supporting affidavit detailing the actions Qwest has taken and will take, Ms. King should be able to file and to serve her response to the motion for dismissal in fewer than the 14 days permitted for response.  See Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Accordingly, Ms. King’s time to respond to the motion for dismissal with prejudice will be shortened to Friday, October 4, 2002.
  

E. If a response is filed on or before October 4, 2002, the motion for dismissal with prejudice will be considered in light of the response.  If no response is filed, the motion will be unopposed and considered in that light.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Qwest Corporation Motion to Vacate the Hearing is granted, and the hearing scheduled for October 1, 2002, is vacated.  

2. The Qwest Corporation Request to Waive Response Time to the Motion to Vacate Hearing is granted. 

3. The response time to the Motion for Dismissal with Prejudice is shortened.  Ms. King must file her response and must serve her response on counsel for Qwest Corporation by close of business on Friday, October 4, 2002.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
