statement

A. On September 26, 2002, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a motion to stay proceedings in the captioned docket pending the resolution of two dockets currently before the Commission, namely Docket Nos. 02C-082T and 02A-463AT.

B. Qwest states in its motion that counsel for Qwest has conferred with counsel for Mile High Telecom Joint Venture (Mile High) and the attorney for Mile High agrees in concept with the request to stay.

C. Qwest believes that it is important that Docket Nos. 02C-082T and 02A-463AT be completed before the instant complaint docket proceeds.  Qwest states in its motion:

No[t] only will these Dockets identify the real parties and their authority over the preceding fourteen (14) months, but they will also provide meaningful findings regarding Mile High’s customers, what services they have, how they are billed, and how that information is reflected in the Customer Service Reports (“CSR’s”).  These factual issues will determine what, if any, Service Quality Credits may be claimed by which party.  To try to make these same determinations within this case will needlessly complicate all of these proceedings at great cost.  Further, the uncertainty will result in extra cost, which can be avoided by staying this action.

D. No response to the motion was filed.

E. It is found that the motion of Qwest to stay proceedings in the instant docket has merit and should be granted.  The instant docket will be stayed until Docket Nos. 02C-082T and 02A-463AT are completed and final Commission decisions are issued.

F. Rulings on three pending motions filed by Qwest, namely the motion to dismiss, the motion to join additional parties, and motion to bifurcate will be deferred until a final Commission decision is rendered in Docket Nos. 02C-082T and 02A-463AT.

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Qwest Corporation to stay proceedings in the instant docket, 02F-275T is granted.

2. Docket No. 02F-275T is stayed pending the issuance of final Commission decisions in the related dockets of 02C-082T and 02A-463AT.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
