I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of Overseas Emporium, Inc. (Overseas Emporium), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on August 30, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” (Notice) on September 9, 2002.  

B. Overseas Emporium has recently requested that its application be amended to include Adams, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson counties.
  This request will be treated as a motion to amend the subject application.    

C. The Overseas Emporium application seeks similar transportation operating authority as that sought by Owner/Driver United Corp., doing business as Blue Sky Shuttle, in Docket No. 02A-412CP, and Flying Eagle Express Shuttle Service, Inc., in Docket No. 02A-410CP.  As a result, it is likely that these three applications will be consolidated for hearing purposes.

In order to prevent undue delay in the processing of these applications it is advisable to proceed with a re-notice of the Overseas Emporium application pursuant to its amendment request and to shorten the notice period to ten days.  See, 

4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-71(b)(2)(A).  Accordingly, the subject application will be so re-noticed in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” of October 21, 2002.

D. Any desired responses to the above-described motion to amend Overseas Emporium’s application by the parties in the captioned proceedings must be filed on or before October 28, 2002.  In the event it is ultimately determined that the motion to amend should be denied, any interventions filed in response to the re-notice that were not previously filed in connection with Docket No. 02A-471CP will be dismissed.

ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired responses to the motion to amend the application of Overseas Emporium, Inc., shall be filed on or before October 28, 2002.

2. The proposed amended application of Overseas Emporium, Inc. will be re-noticed in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” of October 21, 2002 and the notice period will be shortened to ten days. 

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
