A. In accordance with Decision No. R02-1079-I, a prehearing conference was held on October 23, 2002 in a Commission hearing room in Denver, Colorado. 2. Intervenors shall file and serve their testimony, in question-and-answer format, no later than noon on November 14, 2002.  Public Service Company of Colorado shall file and serve its rebuttal testimony no later than noon December 2, 2002.

3. Response time to all audit and discovery motions, including motions to compel and motions for protective order, shall be three business days.  Response time to all discovery and Staff audit questions shall be seven calendar days.  All discovery requests, discovery responses, audit requests, audit responses, testimony, and other pleadings shall be electronically served on all other parties when feasible.

4. Closing statements of position, if ordered, will be due December 13, 2002.

5. Due and timely execution of the Commission’s functions imperatively and unavoidably require that a recommended decision be dispensed with in this case and that an initial Commission decision be entered.  Public Service Company of Colorado will provide a transcript to the Commission of the hearing no later than December 9, 2002.
