A. On October 21, 2002, Transferee Casino Transportation, Inc. (CTI), filed its Motion:  (1) For A 30-day period To Satisfy The Issue With Respect To Queen City Transportation, Inc.’s (Queen City) Signature On The Application, If Such Issue Exists; (2) For a Prehearing Conference And For consideration Of A Continuance Of The Hearing Set For November 14, 2002; (3) For Enlargement Of Time To File Its Witness And Exhibits Lists; and (4) Request For Shortened Response Time.  By this Motion, CTI notes that this application was noticed on September 9, 2002, and there were no interventions.  CTI claims some confusion as to why the matter has been referred to an Administrative Law Judge.  It seeks then to address this in order to satisfy the Commission yet avoid the expense of hearing.  The hearing will be vacated.  Applicants will be given 30 days to respond to the following questions:

(1) The application states that the transferor is a Colorado corporation not in good standing.
  If the transferor is not a corporation in good standing, how can it transfer PUC authority?  If the transferor is not in good standing, how can it possess authority from this Commission?

(2) What is the effect of the conditional signature of the representative of Queen City on the transfer application?

(3) If CTI obtained ownership of the certificate, why would it not merge with CTI’s leasehold interest and extinguish the leasehold interest?
