I.
statement 

A. On October 8, 2002, in Decision No. R02-1131-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) requested that the Qwest Corporation (Qwest) clarify representations made in its Motion to Dismiss and supporting affidavit.  In that same decision, the ALJ provided time for Complainant James H. Beauregard, who appears in this proceeding pro se, to respond to the motion to dismiss as clarified.   

B. On October 15, 2002, Qwest filed its Clarification in Response to Decision No. R02-1131-I (Clarification).  In the Clarification, Qwest states that the only amount in dispute is “unregulated, long distance charges” from Complainant’s previous telephone number.  Clarification at page 1.  Qwest provided the Affidavit of Susan McKown in support of this statement.  Qwest served a copy of the Clarification on Complainant.  See Certificate of Service appended to Clarification.  

C. Review of the file in this proceeding reveals that, within the time provided by Decision No. R02-1131-I, Mr. Beauregard filed no response to the Qwest motion and no response to the Clarification.
  

D. From review of the Clarification, it appears that Qwest has addressed the concerns that underlie Mr. Beauregard’s complaint filed with the Commission and that there is no issue remaining for this Commission to decide.  This view may be erroneous, or the information provided by Qwest may be incomplete.  Therefore, Mr. Beauregard will be given an opportunity to make a filing with the Commission stating whether or not the information provided by Qwest in the Clarification has satisfied the issues raised in his complaint.  

E. The statement must be filed on or before November 26, 2002.
  If Mr. Beauregard fails to file the statement, this complaint proceeding will be dismissed.

F. It Is Ordered That:  

1. By November 26, 2002, Complainant James H. Beauregard shall make a filing with the Commission stating whether or not the information provided by Qwest in the Clarification in Response to Decision No. R02-1131-I has satisfied his complaint.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
