A. By this application, Yefim Livshits, doing business as Central Transit (Central Transit), seeks Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) approval for the transfer of Certificate No. 55696 to Grover-Caldwell Investments, LLC (Grover-Caldwell).  The matter is currently scheduled for hearing on December 2, 2002.

B. A timely intervention has been filed in this matter by Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels).

C. On November 18, 2002, Kids Wheels and Grover-Caldwell filed a pleading entitled “Amendment”.  The Amendment requests that Certificate No. 55696 be amended to “exclude service to minors under the age of 18 except for minors using wheelchairs.”  Kids Wheels has agreed to withdraw its intervention upon Commission approval of the Amendment.

D. The Amendment must be rejected.  The initial issuance of Certificate No. 55696 to Central Transit was based on a Commission finding that the transportation services authorized therein were required by the public convenience and necessity.  That is not an issue encompassed by this transfer application.  Therefore, restricting the service authorized by Certificate No. 55696 cannot be accomplished in this proceeding and, instead, must be preceded by a finding that the public convenience and necessity requires that Certificate No. 55696 be modified in the manner proposed by the Amendment.
  

E. For the above reasons, the Amendment will be rejected and the hearing of this matter will proceed as scheduled.

Order

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Amendment filed in the captioned proceeding on November 18, 2002, by Grover-Caldwell Investments, LLC, and Kids Wheels, LLC, is rejected.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.

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� For that to occur, Central Transit would have to file and process an application with the Commission requesting that that portion of the subject certificate authorizing the transportation of “minors under the age of 18 except for minors using wheelchairs” be abandoned.  If that application were to be granted, Certificate No. 55696 could then be modified and reissued to Central Transit.  At that point, Central Transit could file an application to transfer the certificate to Grover-Caldwell.  In the alternative, this transfer application could potentially be held in abeyance pending completion of the abandonment application.
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
