I.
statement

A. On November 5, 2002, the Commission commenced this proceeding with the issuance of Decision No. C02-1231.  

B. Appended to Decision No. C02-1231 is Attachment A, which is a list of the registered intrastate toll resellers which are the subject of this show cause proceeding (Attachment A entities).  Also appended is Attachment B, which lists the interexchange carriers believed to connect the Attachment A entities to the public switched network.  

C. Decision No. C02-1231, at ¶ II.A.2, permits an Attachment B carrier to petition for dismissal “if it is not an underlying carrier for an entity listed on Attachment A.”  Pursuant to this paragraph, on December 3, 2002, CenturyTel, Inc. (CenturyTel), filed a Petition for Dismissal from Docket (petition).  

D. In its petition, CenturyTel states that “neither it nor any of its subsidiaries performs any functions in the state of Colorado that would facilitate access to the public switched network by any entity identified on Attachment A of Decision No. C02-1231.”  Thus, CenturyTel states, it is not an underlying carrier.  Petition at ¶ 2.  Although not verified, the petition is signed by CenturyTel’s counsel and, thus, is binding on CenturyTel.  

E. Hearing in this proceeding is scheduled for December 16, 2002.  To resolve this petition in advance of the hearing and in view of the nature of the petition, response time will be waived.  

F. Good cause having been stated, the CenturyTel petition will be granted.

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Dismissal from Docket filed by CenturyTel, Inc., is granted.  

2. CenturyTel, Inc., is dismissed from this docket.  

3. Response time to the Petition for Dismissal from Docket filed by CenturyTel, Inc., is waived.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
