statement

A. On November 15, 2002, Cascade Public Service Company (Cascade) filed a request to appear at the hearing in this matter without legal representation.  

B. On November 25, 2002, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R02-1328-I.  In that decision the ALJ directed Cascade to file either a pleading establishing that the requirements of § 13-1-127, C.R.S., and of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-21(b)(2) are met or a pleading identifying counsel who will represent Cascade in this matter.  The filing was due December 4, 2002.  

C. Review of the Commission file reveals that Cascade did not file a pleading establishing that the requirements of § 13-1-127, C.R.S., and of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-21(b)(2) are met.  As previously found, “there is nothing in the request filed by Cascade that satisfies the statutory requirements” with respect to appearing without counsel.  Decision No. R02-1328-I at ¶ I.D. Cascade has filed nothing more in support of its request.  

D. In light of Cascade’s failure to establish that it meets the requirements of § 13-1-127, C.R.S., the request to appear in this proceeding without legal representation will be denied.  

E. If it wishes to proceed with this matter, Cascade must retain counsel for this proceeding.  The retained counsel must enter her/his appearance in this docket on or before December 13, 2002.  See Decision No. R02-1328-I at ¶¶ I.F and II.A.1.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request to appear at the hearing in this matter without legal representation filed by Cascade Public Service Company is denied.  

2. Cascade Public Service Company shall retain, and shall be represented in this proceeding by, an attorney at law currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.  

3. The counsel retained by Cascade Public Service Company must enter her/his appearance in this docket by December 13, 2002.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
