A. By Decision No. R02-1287-I the undersigned administrative law judge suspended the procedural schedule applicable to this proceeding on the basis of the parties’ representations that they were awaiting approval of an agreement resolving the matters encompassed by the Formal Complaint filed herein by the United States Bankruptcy Court for the District of Delaware (Bankruptcy Court).

B. On November 26, 2002, the Respondent, Qwest Corporation (Qwest), filed a Status Report as required by Decision No. R02-1287-I.  The Status Report indicates that the parties are now awaiting execution of an order by the presiding Bankruptcy Court judge approving their settlement agreement.

C. In order that the Commission can properly monitor this proceeding, Qwest shall file another report concerning the status of the Bankruptcy Court review/approval process described above on or before December 18, 2002, unless this proceeding is voluntarily dismissed prior to that date.  If this proceeding is not so dismissed, Qwest shall file subsequent status reports every two weeks thereafter until this proceeding is either dismissed or a party requests that a new procedural schedule be established governing this matter.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before December 18, 2002, Qwest Corporation shall file a report concerning the status of the Bankruptcy Court review/approval process described in Section I, Paragraphs A and B above, unless this proceeding is voluntarily dismissed prior to that date.  If this proceeding is not so dismissed, Qwest Corporation shall file subsequent status reports every two weeks thereafter until this proceeding is either dismissed or a party requests that a new procedural schedule be established governing this matter.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
