I.
STATEMENT

A. On September 20, 2002, Respondent Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Motion to Dismiss, Motion to Require Legal Counsel, and Motion for More Definite Statement in this complaint proceeding (Qwest motion).  Complainants Virtual Pathways, Inc., and Pamela R. Storrs (Complainants), who appear in this proceeding pro se, did not file a response to the Qwest motion.  

B. On October 8, 2002, by Decision No. R02-1129-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) extended the response time to the Qwest motion to October 18, 2002.  

C. On October 18, 2002, Complainants moved for additional time to respond to the Qwest motion and moved to vacate the scheduled hearing date of November 5, 2002 (Complainants’ motion).  By Decision No. R02-1211-I, the ALJ granted Complainants’ motion; vacated the scheduled hearing; and extended until December 6, 2002, Complainants’ time to respond to the Qwest motion.  

D. On December 5, 2002, by telephone voice message, Complainants requested an additional extension of time.  The oral request (based on a family situation) stated good cause, and the request will be granted.  The time for Complainants to respond to the Qwest motion will be extended to December 20, 2002.
  

E. The response time to the request will be waived.  

F. Complainants’ failure to file with the Commission (and to serve on counsel for Qwest) a response to the Qwest motion on or before December 20, 2002, may be judged to be a confession of the Qwest motion and may result in dismissal of this proceeding.  

G. Complainants commenced this proceeding in September, and Qwest filed its motion in September.  Complainants previously requested an extension of time to respond and, by December 20, 2002, will have had three months to file their response.  Qwest is entitled to a ruling on its motion.  Thus, Complainants will be permitted no additional extension of time to respond to the Qwest motion.  

II.
ORDER

H. It Is Ordered That:

1. The oral request of Complainants Virtual Pathways, LLC, and Pamela R. Storrs to extend the time to respond to the Motion to Dismiss, Motion to Require Legal Counsel, and Motion for More Definite Statement filed by Qwest Corporation is granted.  

2. The time for Complainants Virtual Pathways, LLC, and Pamela R. Storrs to respond to the Motion to Dismiss, Motion to Require Legal Counsel, and Motion for More Definite Statement filed by Qwest Corporation is extended to December 20, 2002.  

3. Complainants Virtual Pathways, LLC, and Pamela R. Storrs will be granted no additional extensions of time to respond to the Motion to Dismiss, Motion to Require Legal Counsel, and Motion for More Definite Statement filed by Qwest Corporation.  

4. Response time to the request for additional time is waived.  

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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� This decision does not set a new hearing date.  December 20, 2002 is the date by which Complainants must file their response to the Qwest motion.  If the case is not dismissed, a new hearing date will be set in a future order.  
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
