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I. statement

On October 18, 2002, Applicant ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (ICG), filed its Declaration of Intent to Serve within the Territory of Rural Telecommunications Provider (declaration).  Specifically, ICG intends to serve within the territory of CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc.  ICG did not file its direct testimony and exhibits with its declaration.  

On October 22, 2002, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed (Commission notice) which, inter alia, established a 20-day intervention period.  The intervention period ended on November 12, 2002.  

One intervention was filed timely.  The Intervenor has stated its intention to contest this application and has requested a hearing in this matter.  

The Commission notice contained a procedural schedule.  That procedural schedule will be vacated.  

A hearing in this docket must be scheduled and a procedural schedule established.  For that purpose a prehearing conference will be held on January 3, 2003.  

The provisions of Rules 79(b)(3) and 79(b)(4) of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 govern this prehearing conference.  

The parties should be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference:  (1) date for filing ICG’s direct testimony and exhibits; (2) date for filing intervenor answer testimony and exhibits; (3) date for filing ICG’s rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (4) date by which corrected testimony and exhibits will be filed; (5) date by which prehearing motions will be filed; (6) date for a final prehearing conference; (7) response times for discovery; (8) procedures for handling disputes arising with respect to discovery; (9) hearing dates; (10) date for post-hearing statements of position and whether the statements should be written or oral and, if written, whether responses will be permitted; (11) whether this case is appropriate for dispositive motions and, if it is, a schedule for submission of motions, responses, and replies; (12) whether (and, if so, how) electronic service of documents should occur in this docket.  Parties should also review, and be prepared to discuss to the extent relevant, the matters contained in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(5).  Parties may raise any additional matters.  

In considering proposed dates, parties should keep in mind that, by minute entry, the Commission deemed this declaration complete as of November 27, 2002.  The decision in this matter should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., by June 25, 2003).  

The undersigned expects parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all deadlines and expects parties to have checked the Commission’s calendar with respect to any suggested date(s) for the hearing.  

The parties are encouraged to consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the issues for discussion.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule contained in the Notice of Application Filed issued in this docket and dated October 22, 2002, is vacated.
