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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding seeks Commission approval for Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle (Boulder Express), to permanently lease temporary passenger carrier operating authority previously granted to Owner/Driver United Corp., d/b/a Blue Sky Shuttle (Blue Sky), in Docket No. 02A-412CP.  See, Decision No. C02-1003.

2. On November 8, 2002, the Commission set this matter for hearing on December 13, 2002.

3. By Decision No. C02-1220 the Commission granted, in part, and denied, in part, applications for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration (RRR) filed by Intervenors, Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West), Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., d/b/a Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express), SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), and Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro) to Decision No. C02-1003.  The effect of Decision No. C02-1220 was to modify the scope of temporary authority previously granted to Blue Sky by Decision No. C02-1003.

4. On November 18, 2002, Englewood Express, SuperShuttle and Metro filed applications for RRR to Decision No. C02-1220.  The RRR applications filed by SuperShuttle and Metro contended that the scope of temporary authority authorized by that decision exceeded the scope of the public notice of the authority originally requested by Blue Sky.  At its open meeting of December 4, 2002, the Commission apparently granted these applications for RRR, at least in part, the effect of which was to further modify the scope of temporary authority granted to Blue Sky.  However, as of this date, the Commission has yet to issue a written decision specifically defining the scope of the modified temporary authority.

5. The captioned matter was called for hearing at the assigned time and place.  After considering the comments of the parties concerning the above-described status of Blue Sky’s temporary authority, the administrative law judge (ALJ) determined that the current inability to establish the precise scope of the temporary authority sought to be leased by Boulder Express requires that this matter be continued until an administratively final decision is issued by the Commission in Docket No. 02A-412CP-TA.
  When that occurs, counsel for Blue Sky and Boulder Express shall consult with counsel for all other parties and advise the ALJ of the parties’ availability for a re-scheduled hearing of this matter.

ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of the captioned proceeding is continued until such time as an administratively final decision is issued by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission in Docket No. 02A-412CP-TA.

2. Upon the issuance of an administratively final decision by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission in Docket No. 02A-412CP-TA, counsel for Owner/Driver United Corp., doing business as Blue Sky Shuttle, and Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle, shall consult with counsel for all other parties and advise the administrative law judge of the parties’ availability for a re-scheduled hearing of this matter.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
