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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 19, 2002, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) presided at the hearing in this docket.  

2. At the hearing Applicant DSC/Purgatory, LLC, doing business as Mountain TranSport (Mountain TranSport), presented documentary and testimonial evidence and testimony concerning its Total Adventure Ticket.  The Total Adventure Ticket is a multi-day pass which allows the holder to exchange one day of skiing for an alternative activity.  See Exhibit 1.  

3. Twelve alternative activities are listed in Exhibit 1:  Snowshoe Tours; Durango & Silverton Narrow Gauge Railroad; Snowmobile Adventures; Sky Ute Casino; Trimble Hot Springs Spa; Naturalist Ski Tours, San Juan Mountains Association; Buck’s Dinner Sleigh Ride; SnowCoaster Tubing Hill; Nordic Center; San Juan Skiing Company’s SnowCat Tours; Guided winter fly-fishing; and Silverton Mountain Ski Area.  None of these is identified further, either by address, by general location, or otherwise.  

4. The parties are requested to provide, by close of business on January 3, 2003, a description, suitable for use as a restrictive amendment to a certificate of public convenience and necessity, of the location of each of the 12 activities listed above.  

5. The parties are advised that this request is not an invitation to present argument or information other than, or in addition to, the requested descriptions.  Information, other than the requested descriptions, or argument will be stricken.  

6. The parties are advised further that this request should not be taken as an indication of the decision in this proceeding.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties shall file, by close of business on January 3, 2003, a description, suitable for use as a restrictive amendment to a certificate of public convenience and necessity, of the location of each of the 12 activities listed supra.  

2. This order shall be effective immediately.  
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
