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I. STATEMENT

On December 20, 2002, The Harper Law Firm, P.C. (Harper) filed a Motion for Leave to Withdraw as Counsel for Applicant, Overseas Emporium, Inc., doing business as Airport Transportation Services, ATS Shuttle (Motion to Withdraw), and a Notification Certificate of Client’s Responsibilities Upon Withdrawal of Counsel (Notice of Withdrawal).
  By the Motion to Withdraw, Harper seeks permission to withdraw as legal counsel for Overseas Emporium, Inc., doing business as Airport Transportation Services, ATS Shuttle (OE), in the captioned proceedings.

Harper’s Motion to Withdraw and Notice of Withdrawal are governed by Rule 21(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-21(c).  That rule provides, in pertinent part, that “Objections to a motion and notice of withdrawal shall be filed within ten days after the motion has been properly served, and the motion shall not be ruled upon until the objection period has expired.”

Paragraph 9 of the Motion to Withdraw and paragraph 8 of the Notice of Withdrawal inaccurately state that objections to the same must be filed within 15 days from the date of these pleadings.

The purpose of this interim order is to advise OE and all parties that any objections to the Motion to Withdraw and Notice of Withdrawal must be filed within ten days after the proper service of these pleadings.  Assuming that Harper properly completes its facsimile filing under 4 CCR 723-1-7(a) (i.e., by filing the originals and the required number of copies with the Commission before close of business on December 23, 2002), objections to the Motion to Withdraw and the Notice of Withdrawal will be due on or before December 30, 2002.
  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

Objections to the Motion for Leave to Withdraw as Counsel for Applicant, Overseas Emporium, Inc., doing business as Airport Transportation Services, ATS Shuttle, and the Notification Certificate of Client’s Responsibilities Upon Withdrawal of Counsel filed by The Harper Law Firm, P.C., on December 20, 2002, shall be filed within ten days after the proper service of these pleadings.
