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I. STATEMENT

On December 27, 2002, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion for an Order Permanently Suspending Sunwest Communications, Inc. Advice Letter No. 14 (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion also requests that the hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for January 17, 2003, be vacated and that the response time to the Motion be shortened.  Staff served the Motion on legal counsel for Sunwest Communications, Inc., via facsimile transmission on the same day it was filed with the Commission.

As pointed out by Staff in the Motion, the 210-day suspension period applicable to Advice Letter No. 14 expires on April 29, 2003.  Good cause exists, therefore, for resolving the Motion as quickly as possible.  As a result, the response period to the Motion will be shortened to January 3, 2003.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b).

II. ORDER


A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Motion of the Staff of the Commission for an Order Permanently Suspending Sunwest Communications, Inc. Advice Letter No. 14 and Vacating the Hearing and Request for Shortened Response Time shall be filed on or before January 3, 2003.

2.  This Order shall be effective immediately.
