Finally, Senate Bill 03-225 provides a civil penalty for any person who operates a motor vehicle as defined in §§ 40-10-101(3) or 40-11-101(4), C.R.S., who intentionally violates any provision of Articles 10, 11,13 and 16 of title 40 or any rule promulgated by the Commission pursuant to title 40, not more than one thousand one hundred dollars.  Further, § 40-7-113(g) now provides that any person who violates any safety rule promulgated by the Commission shall be subject to the civil penalties authorized pursuant to federal rule 49 CFR 386, Subpart G, as that subpart existed on October 1, 2001.
