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I. statement

1. On December 11, 2002, Centennial Cab, LLC (Centennial or Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  Centennial appears pro se.  

2. On December 16, 2002, the Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Applications Filed (Notice).  The Notice established a 30-day intervention period and set a hearing date of February 25, 2003.  See Notice of Applications Filed, dated December 16, 2002, at page 4.  

3. On January 2, 2003, Metro Taxi, Inc., intervened of right.  On January 16, 2003, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and Denver Taxi, LLC, intervened of right.  On January 16, 2003, Golden West Commuter, LLC, intervened of right.  On January 16, 2003, Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, intervened of right.  Each intervenor opposed the Application and requested a hearing.  Each intervenor sent a copy of its intervention to Applicant.   

4. On February 10, 2003, Applicant filed Cancellation of a Territory of Jefferson County, Postponed the Date of the Hearing, and Add a Partner to the Application of Centennial Cab, LLC (sic) (February 10, 2003 filing).  Review of the February 10, 2003 filing reveals that Applicant did not send a copy to any intervenor.
  

5. Intervenors are entitled to notice of the February 10, 2003 request.  To that end, a copy of the February 10, 2003 filing is appended to this Order as Attachment 1.  

6. Intervenors are entitled to the opportunity to respond to the February 10, 2003 filing.  Rule 22(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, provides for a 14-day response time unless the Commission orders otherwise.  In this case, given the February 25, 2003, hearing date, the Administrative Law Judge will shorten the response time to February 18, 2003.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Cancellation of a Territory of Jefferson County, Postponed the Date of the Hearing, and Add a Partner to the Application of Centennial Cab, LLC (sic), filed by Centennial Cab, LLC, is shortened.   

2. Responses to the Cancellation of a Territory of Jefferson County, Postponed the Date of the Hearing, and Add a Partner to the Application of Centennial Cab, LLC (sic), filed by Centennial Cab, LLC, must be filed with the Commission on or before February 18, 2003.    

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
