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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 7, 2003, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed a Motion for Clarification of Interim Order Regarding Electronic Filing of Testimony (Motion), and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request for Waiver) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks clarification of the electronic filing requirements imposed by Decision No. R03-0115-I.  The Request for Waiver requests that response time to the Motion be waived.  The Motion indicates that none of the active parties to this proceeding object to the relief requested therein.

2. The Motion points out that electronic filings may be made with the Commission in two different ways, via e-mail or CD-ROM.  Decision No. R03-0115-I did not specify which form of electronic filing is required.  Therefore, these filing requirements should be clarified in the manner requested by the Motion.    

3. Since no party will be prejudiced by the requested clarification, the Motion for Waiver will be granted.           
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Clarification of Interim Order Regarding Electronic Filing of Testimony and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is granted. 

2. The parties to this proceeding may satisfy the electronic filing requirements imposed by Decision No. R03-0115-I by making such filings via CD-ROM or by e-mailing the same to the Commission’s general e-mail address, puc@dora.state.co.us.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
