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I. statement

1. On January 31, 2003, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a motion for an extension of time to conduct discovery and to modify the procedural schedule.  OCC also requests that response time to the motion be shortened.

2. OCC requests that the procedural schedule contained in Decision No. R02-1401-I be modified in order to allow for more time for discovery.  OCC believes that in order to provide meaningful comments to the Commission, it needs additional time to conduct discovery.

3. OCC has conferred with AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., XO Communications, Inc., WorldCom, Inc., and Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC (Time Warner) as well as Staff of the Commission.  These parties support the motion of OCC.  Sprint Communications Company, LP, Covad Communications Company, and Eschelon Telecom, Inc., also have been contacted by OCC and they do not object to the requested extension.

4. On February 4, 2003, Qwest Corporation filed an Objection to the Motion.

5. On February 6, 2003, Time Warner filed a Response Supporting the Motion of OCC.

6. The motion of OCC for modification of the procedural schedule and request to extend discovery cutoff date established in ordering paragraph no. 5 of Decision No. R02-1401-I is reasonable and supported by good cause established in OCC’s motion.  The motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to modify the procedural schedule and to extend discovery cutoff is granted.  Ordering paragraph no. 5 of Decision No. R02-1401-I is modified as follows:

1.
All discovery shall be completed no later than March 3, 2003;

2.
The parties shall file initial comments on or before March 18, 2003; and

3.
The parties shall file reply comments on or before April 17, 2002.

2. The motion of the Office of Consumer Counsel to shorten response time is granted.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
