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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R03-0139-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge set for hearing the question of whether the Commission’s time for decision under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., should be extended.  The hearing is scheduled for February 18, 2003.

2. On February 12, 2003, Wiggins Telephone Association, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission filed their Unopposed Motion for Additional Time and to Vacate Hearing Date.  By this motion the moving parties state that they do not oppose the extension and in fact request it.  The moving parties further represent that no party to this proceeding objects to extending the time for decision 90 days.

3. Good grounds having been shown, the motion should be granted.  The Commission needs additional time to consider this matter fully.  Therefore the time for decision will be extended by 90 days.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The time for a decision by the Commission in this proceeding is extended by 90 days.

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for February 18, 2003 is vacated.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
