I. statement

1. On January 21, 2003, Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro Taxi), an Intervenor in the above captioned applications filed a motion to consolidate the applications and to set the cases for a prehearing conference.

2. Metro Taxi states that the issues in the cases are similar and some of the parties are the same.  Metro Taxi states that the applications involve unresolved questions relating to the effect of a change occurring on or about October 1, 2002 of the administration of non-emergent Medicaid transportation administered through Colorado’s Medicaid program.

3. Metro Taxi also states that the applications present a common issue in each of the cases namely how to characterize how the non-emergent Medicaid program is currently being administered by Arapahoe County for itself and other Denver metro area counties as either a carrier, an agent and/or intermediate, and/or in some other capacity.

4. No responses to the motion was received by the Commission.

5. On February 10, 2003, Metro Taxi filed a First Supplement to the Motion of Metro Taxi, Inc., to Consolidate Care-4-U Transportation, Inc., Docket No. 03A-020BP-Extension with the captioned cases.

6. Metro Taxi requests that in addition to consolidating the cases for hearing, a prehearing conference be scheduled.

7. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure reads:

The Commission may consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.

8. It is found that the issues in each of the captioned cases are similar, and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.  Consolidation of the cases for hearing will provide efficiency in the hearing process.

9. It should be noted that the applicant in G&B Homecare Services, Inc, Docket No. 02A-603BP withdrew its application and the case was dismissed pursuant to Decision No. R03-0133.

10. The request of Metro Taxi for a pre-hearing conference will be granted.  The pre-hearing conference will be scheduled by separate order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion of Metro Taxi, Inc., to consolidate the captioned applications and to set the cases for a pre-hearing conference is granted.

2. The first supplement to motion of Metro Taxi, Inc., to consolidate the applications by adding Care-4-U Transportation, Inc., is granted.
