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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 14, 2003, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R03-0048-I, in which she denied the Motion to Dismiss filed by Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo); rescheduled the hearing; and established filing requirements.  One requirement was that Complainants Robert L. Haworth and Meri J. Haworth file, on or before February 10, 2003, a statement regarding their intent either to go forward with or to withdraw their Complaint in this proceeding.  Decision No. R03-0048-I at ¶ 12.  

2. PSCo filed its Answer on January 24, 2003.  A check of the Commission file in this docket reveals that Complainants have made none of the filings required by ¶ 12 of Decision No. R03-0048-I, including their statement of intent.  

3. March 6, 2003, is the scheduled hearing date in this matter.  To avoid, if possible, an additional postponement of the hearing and to provide an indication of their intent with respect to their Complaint, Complainants will be ordered to file with the Commission and to serve on PSCo, on or before February 21, 2003, a statement either that they intend to proceed with the Complaint or that they intend to dismiss the Complaint.  If Complainants intend to proceed, they will be ordered to file with the Commission and to serve on PSCo, on or before February 21, 2003, their list of witnesses and copies of their exhibits.  

4. Complainants are advised that failure to make either or both of these filings on February 21, 2003, may result in dismissal of their Complaint.  

5. This Order will supersede the parallel provisions of the procedural schedule contained in ¶ 12 of Decision No. R03-0048-I.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before February 21, 2003, Complainants Robert L. Haworth and Meri J. Haworth shall file with the Commission and shall serve on Public Service Company a statement either that they intend to proceed with the Complaint or that they wish to withdraw the Complaint.  

2. If Complainants Robert L. Haworth and Meri J. Haworth intend to proceed with the Complaint, they shall file with the Commission and shall serve on Public Service Company their list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on or before February 21, 2003.  

3. This Order supersedes the parallel provisions of ¶ 12 of Decision No. R03-0048-I.  

This Order is effective immediately.  
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
