Because Comfort Transportation’s application was the first filed and, of the six applications, has the earliest date on which the Commission deemed an application complete, its statutory timeframe will control this consolidated proceeding.  Absent extraordinary circumstances or waiver of the statutory timeframe, the Commission decision on exceptions (if exceptions are filed) should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., by August 6, 2003).  See §§ 40-6-109.5(2) and 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.; see also Rule 4 CCR 723-1-71(e).

That paragraph is incorrect.  Replace it with the following:

In considering proposed dates, parties should keep in mind that, on November 29, 2002, the Commission remanded to the ALJ for hearing the application filed by All-City Express, Inc. (Docket No. 02A-303BP).  See Decision No. C02-1341 (mailed date November 29, 2002).  Of the seven applications, All-City Express’s application has the earliest date by which a Commission decision must be rendered.  Thus, its statutory timeframe will control this consolidated proceeding.  Absent extraordinary conditions or waiver of the statutory timeframe, the Commission decision on exceptions (if exceptions are filed) should issue within 210 days of the date of the remand (i.e., by June 27, 2003).  Cf. §§ 40-6-109.5(2) and 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.; Rule 4 CCR 723-1-71(e).  Should All-City Express waive the statutory timeframes, then the application filed by Comfort Transportation, LLC, which the Commission deemed complete on January 8, 2003, would control this consolidated proceeding.  In the event the Comfort Transportation application controls, and absent extraordinary conditions or waiver of the statutory timeframe, the Commission decision on exceptions (if exceptions are filed) should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., by August 6, 2003).  See id.  
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
