I. statement

1. On February 14, 2003, in Decision No. R03-0182-I, Administrative Law Judge Fritzel granted both the motion to consolidate the above-captioned dockets and the first supplement to that motion filed by Metro Taxi, Inc.  In that decision, ALJ Fritzel also granted the request of Metro Taxi, Inc., to schedule a prehearing conference.  

2. It is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this consolidated proceeding.  For this purpose a prehearing conference will be held on March 4, 2003.  The provisions of Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-79(b)(3) and 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(4)
 govern this prehearing conference.  

3. At the prehearing conference, the parties should be prepared to discuss:  (a) date by which each applicant will file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits; (b) date by which each intervenor will file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits; (c) date by which parties will file prehearing motions; (d) cut-off date for intervenors to serve discovery on applicants; (e) cut-off date for applicants to serve discovery on intervenors; (f) date for a final prehearing conference; (g) number of days required for hearing; (h) hearing dates; and (i) date for post-hearing statements of position and whether the statements should be written or oral and, if written, whether responses should be permitted.  Parties should also review, and be prepared to discuss to the extent relevant, the matters contained in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(5).  Parties may raise any additional issues.  

4. In considering proposed dates, parties should keep in mind that the Commission deemed the application filed by Comfort Transportation, LLC, complete as of January 8, 2003.  Because Comfort Transportation’s application was the first filed and, of the six applications, has the earliest date on which the Commission deemed an application complete, its statutory timeframe will control this consolidated proceeding.  Absent extraordinary circumstances or waiver of the statutory timeframe, the Commission decision on exceptions (if exceptions are filed) should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., by August 6, 2003).  See §§ 40-6-109.5(2) and 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.; see also Rule 4 CCR 723-1-71(e).  

5. The undersigned expects the parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all deadlines and expects the parties to check the Commission’s calendar, including the undersigned ALJ’s availability, with respect to any suggested hearing dates.  In addition, the parties are directed to consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to issues and matters for discussion, listed above.  Finally, the parties are encouraged to present, if possible, a proposed procedural schedule, including hearing dates, which is satisfactory to all parties.  

6. In addition to the items contained in ¶ 3, above, parties should be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference any pending motion filed in any of the consolidated dockets.  

7. Parties are reminded that, in view of the consolidation, it is their responsibility to check the Commission’s files (a) to inform themselves about motions which may have been filed, but not resolved, in any of the consolidated dockets and (b) to compile a service list which includes all parties in the six consolidated dockets.  Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure require service on all parties in the consolidated dockets.  

8. The procedural schedules and hearing dates previously established in these dockets will be vacated.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The procedural schedules established in Dockets No. 02A-601CP, No. 02A-638BP, No. 02A-642BP, No. 02A-671BP, No. 02A-672BP, and No. 03A-020BP are vacated.  

2. The hearing scheduled for February 24, 2003, in Docket No. 02A-642BP is vacated.  

3. The hearing scheduled for March 4, 2003, in Docket No. 02A-671BP is vacated.  

4. The hearing scheduled for March 10, 2003, in Docket No. 02A-672BP is vacated.  

5. The hearing scheduled for March 24, 2003, in Docket No. 03A-020BP is vacated.
