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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 13, 2003, Aquila, Inc. (Aquila) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Electronic Version of Filing and to Continue Technical Conference (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks a four (4) day extension of time, through and including February 18, 2003, for Aquila to comply with the electronic filing requirements imposed by Decision No. R03-0115-I.  It also requests that the technical conference currently scheduled for March 24, 2003, be continued to April 3, 2003.

2. On February 14, 2003, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed its response to the Motion.   Staff indicates that it has no objection to the extension of time and continuance request set forth therein.  The Motion indicates that all other active parties in this matter have no objection to the relief requested therein.  In light of the fact that no party opposes the Motion, the response time thereto will be waived.

3. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Aquila, Inc., shall file, in electronic format, its direct testimony, exhibits, and the financial model used to develop its revenue requirement determination on or before February 18, 2003. 

2. Aquila, Inc., shall file, in electronic format, a spreadsheet which shows the derivation of a monthly bill with the proposed increase for an average residential customer (based on a monthly usage of 577 kWh) and a monthly bill with the proposed increase for an average small business customer impact (based on a monthly usage of 5,507 kWh) on or before February 18, 2003.

3. The technical conference currently scheduled in this matter for March 24, 2003, is vacated and is re-scheduled as follows:
