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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Blackcat Promotions, Inc. (Blackcat) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on December 6, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on December 16, 2002.  The matter is currently scheduled for hearing in Ft. Collins, Colorado, on February 21, 2003.
