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I. statement

1. A prehearing conference was held on February 20, 2003.  Appearances were entered by counsel on behalf of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Colorado Energy Consumers Group (CEC).

2. The Petition to Intervene of CEC was granted.  Public Service requested that administrative notice be taken of Prehearing Conference Exhibit Nos. 1 and 2.  Exhibit No. 1 was identified as Decision No. R01-1165-I and Exhibit No. 2 was identified as Decision No. R00-830.  Administrative notice was taken of the two exhibits.

3. In addition, the parties agreed to hearing dates, a discovery schedule, and a procedural schedule.

4. Public Service agreed to waive the statutory deadline for a Commission decision in this docket pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene of Colorado Energy Consumers Group is granted.

2. Opponents to the application of Public Service Company of Colorado shall file a list of contested issues on or before March 14, 2003.  The list may be supplemented as new issues are discovered.

3. Answer testimony is due on or before April 25, 2003.

4. Rebuttal and cross-answer testimony is due on or before June 6, 2003.

6. Statements of position are due on July 25, 2003.

7. Discovery shall be handled pursuant to the agreement of the parties as follows:

Parties shall serve work papers with testimony and exhibits.  The cutoff for discovery on Public Service’s direct testimony is the date answer testimony is due.

Discovery cutoff on answer testimony is the date rebuttal/cross-answer testimony is due.

Discovery cutoff on rebuttal/cross-answer testimony is one week prior to the hearing.

There shall be a ten-calendar day discovery turnaround on all direct testimony.

There shall be a seven-calendar day discovery turnaround on answer testimony.

There shall be a seven-calendar day discovery turnaround on rebuttal/cross-answer testimony.

Discovery served later than noon on a Friday is considered served the following Monday.  Discovery may be served by email on counsel.  Discovery shall be served on counsel plus one additional person designated by each party.

Discovery responses shall be served on all parties.

8. The parties shall first attempt to resolve discovery disputes.  If unsuccessful, a party seeking discovery may move to compel in writing, attaching a copy of discovery at issue.  Objections to the motion shall be filed within two business days and served by email or fax.

9. Hearing on motions to compel will be coordinated by telephone and heard by telephone as soon as practical.

10. This Order is effective immediately.
