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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 27, 2003, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), filed a Stipulated Motion for Second Extension of Time to File Statements of Position in the captioned proceeding (Motion).  The Motion seeks an extension of time, from February 28, 2003 to March 4, 2003, for all parties to submit Statements of Position in this matter.
