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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 27, 2003, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) in the captioned matter.  The Motion requests that certain discovery/audit deadlines established by Decision No. R03-0115-I be modified so as to conform to the procedural schedule adopted by the Commission in Decision No. C03-0119.  Staff represents in the Motion that no other active party to this proceeding objects to the relief requested therein.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted and response time thereto will be waived.           
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on February 27, 2003, is granted.

2. The procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R03-0115-I relative to discovery/audit deadlines in this matter are modified as follows:

a.
The deadline for service of discovery and audit in connection with Aquila’s direct testimony shall be February 18, 2003.

b.
The deadline for service of discovery and audit in connection with Intervenors’ answer testimony shall be March 28, 2003.

c.
The deadline for service of discovery and audit in connection with rebuttal or cross-answer testimony shall be April 4, 2003.

3. In all other respects the procedural schedule pertaining to this matter as set forth in Decision Nos. C03-0119 and R03-0115-I (as modified by Decision No. R03-0195-I) shall remain the same.
