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I. statement

1.
By Decision No. R03-0125-I issued on January 31, 2003, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) extended temporary authority originally granted in the captioned proceeding until such time as an administratively final decision is issued by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) in the corresponding permanent application proceeding (Docket No. 02A-412CP).  The scope of the temporary authority so extended was described in Appendix A of that decision.

2.
Appendix A incorporated the terms of the “Stipulation of Parties Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Withdraw Intervention” (Golden West Stipulation) submitted in this matter on January 30, 2003, by Owner/Driver United Corporation, Boulder Express, LLC, and Golden West Commuter, LLC, and approved by the ALJ on January 31, 2003.  See, Decision No. R03-0124-I.

3.
By decision No. C03-0262 mailed on March 12, 2003, the Commission remanded the Golden West Stipulation matter back to the ALJ for the purpose of clarifying certain inconsistencies regarding the scope of the temporary authority.
  By Decision No. R03-0301-I issued on March 26, 2003, the ALJ reversed Decision No. R03-0124-I and rejected the Golden West Stipulation, nunc pro tunc.  The effect of that decision was to revise the scope of the temporary authority by removing the restrictive amendments contained in the Golden West Stipulation.  As a result, it is now necessary to modify Decision No. R03-0125-I on a nunc pro tunc basis by revising Appendix A thereto so it conforms with the revised scope of temporary authority described in Decision No. R03-0301-I.  Such a revised Appendix A is attached hereto and is incorporated herein for all pertinent purposes.    

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Decision No. R03-0125-I is modified, nunc pro tunc, consistent with the discussion set forth above.

2. The scope of the temporary authority authorized in Docket No. 02A-412CP-TA is set forth on Appendix A attached hereto.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
