I. statement 

1. On March 24, 2003, in each of the above-captioned dockets, Intervenor Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), filed a Motion for a Partial Modification of Interim Decision No. R03-270-I; Request for Waiver of Response Time and for Expedited Action (Metro Motion).  

2. In the motion, Metro seeks two modifications of the service requirements set out in Decision No. R03-0270-I, at ¶ 16:  first, to permit service on Intervenor Out ‘n’ About, Inc., and on Intervenor Medvan, LLC, by overnight mail, next day delivery (Metro Motion at ¶ 2); and, second, to require hand-delivery or electronic service “only on other adverse parties and the PUC Staff and PUC Staff Attorney (i.e., an intervenor would only need to serve the applicants, PUC Staff, and PUC Staff Attorney via hand delivery or electronic service) with regular mail service to all fellow intervenors.”  Metro Motion at ¶ 3.  

3. The Metro Motion states good cause, and granting the motion will not prejudice any party.  The Metro Motion will be granted, with three clarifications.  First, Out ‘n’ About, Inc., is not an intervenor in this consolidated proceeding because its late-filed interventions were denied.  See Decision No. R03-0270-I at ¶¶ I.4 and II.2.  Thus, it is not necessary to serve Out ‘n’ About, Inc., as it is not a party.  Second, hand delivery or electronic service on the PUC Trial Staff and the PUC Staff Attorney does not relieve the parties of their obligation to serve filings on Commission Advisory Staff and Commission Counsel at the time of filing with the Commission.  See Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-7(b)(5) (“A copy of any pleading or other document filed by any party in a docket shall be delivered to the Offices of the Commission at the time of filing addressed to each member of Staff acting as … advisory Staff who has been so designated in writing for the record pursuant to Rule 9.”)(emphasis supplied); see also Decision No. R03-0270-I at note 4.  Third, regular mail delivery will be permitted on non-adverse party or parties.
  All parties should note, however, that serving another party by regular mail delivery will create a presumption that the party served by regular mail is non-adverse for all purposes in this consolidated proceeding.  This will affect, among other things, the scope of permissible cross-examination of the non-adverse party’s witnesses.  

4. In view of the March 28, 2003, filing date for lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits, waiver of response time is appropriate and necessary.  Response time to the Metro Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Metro Taxi, Inc., for a Partial Modification of Interim Decision No. R03-270-I; Request for Waiver of Response Time and for Expedited Action is granted, with the three clarifications set forth above (see ¶ I.3).  

2. The service requirements established in Decision No. R03-0270-I, at ¶ 16 are modified in two respect:  first, service on Intervenor Medvan, LLC, may be made by overnight mail, next day delivery; and, second, service by hand-delivery or electronic service is required only for adverse parties and the PUC Staff and PUC Staff Attorney with regular mail service to all non-adverse parties.  

3. Response time to the Motion of Metro Taxi, Inc., for a Partial Modification of Interim Decision No. R03-270-I is waived.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
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�  It is most likely that intervenors will view other intervenors as non-adverse parties.  However, an applicant may see one or more other applicants as non-adverse.  In that event, the applicant may serve that non-adverse other applicant, or those non-adverse other applicants, by regular mail.  
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
