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I. statement

1. On March 28, 2003, Applicant ProLogis Trust filed its Uncontested Motion to Vacate Hearing, Waive Response Time, and Set the Application Pursuant to Rule 24, 4 CCR 723-1.  By this motion the Applicant seeks to have the hearing in this matter vacated and the matter determined under the Commission’s modified procedure docket.  Applicant notes that the only intervenors are Staff and the Union Pacific Railroad Company.  Neither party opposes the application.  In addition, it is represented that neither party opposes the motion.

2. Since the application is not contested it is appropriate to vacate the hearing, waive response time, and set the application for determination under the Commission’s modified procedure docket.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing in this matter scheduled for April 7, 2003 is vacated.

2. This matter shall be determined by the Commission pursuant to Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado 723-1.
