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I. STATEMENT

1. Hearing in this docket is scheduled for April 4, 2003, in Grand Junction, Colorado.  See Decision No. R03-0234-I.  

2. On March 31, 2003, the Commission received a letter from a representative of Complainant Lawrence B. Dowd informing the Commission that Complainant’s current physical condition does not permit him to participate in the scheduled hearing and that Complainant plans to have surgery in the near future.  A copy of the letter was sent to counsel for Respondent Public Service Company (Respondent).  

3. In a telephone conversation on April 1, 2003, counsel for Respondent informed the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) that Respondent has no objection to vacating the scheduled hearing.  

4. The request will be granted, and the scheduled hearing will be vacated.  By telephone on April 1, 2003, the ALJ informed both parties that the hearing will be vacated.  

5. In view of the nature of Complainant’s illness, the anticipated surgery, and the uncertainty with respect to when Complainant will be able to participate in a hearing, this docket will be held in abeyance.  A new hearing date will be scheduled by a future order.  

6. Complainant will be ordered to file with the Commission (and to serve on counsel for Respondent), on or before June 2, 2003, a status report which contains:  (a) a statement describing his health and stamina level; (b) his then-current ability to participate in a hearing in this docket; (c) a statement indicating when he will (or might) be able to participate in a hearing; and (d) if possible, four suggested hearing dates, discussed with counsel for Respondent, on which both parties are available.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled for April 4, 2003, is vacated.  

2. On or before June 2, 2003, Complainant Lawrence B. Dowd shall file the status report discussed in ¶ 6, supra.  

3. The date for hearing will be set by subsequent order.  

4. This docket is in abeyance pending further order of the Commission.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
