I. STATEMENT

1. On February 14, 2003, Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Applicant), filed an Application for Encumbrance (Application).  

2. On February 14, 2003, Applicant filed its Motion to Consolidate Applications for Joint Consideration and Disposition, in which Applicant seeks consolidation of Docket No. 03A-055CP-Transfer and Docket No. 03A-065CP-Encumbrance (Motion).  Applicant filed its Motion in both of the captioned dockets.  

3. On February 24, 2003, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Applications Filed, dated February 24, 2003, at 2 (Notice).  The Notice sets the hearing on the Application for May 2, 2003.  

4. No party intervened in Docket No. 03A-065CP-Encumbrance.  

5. No response to the Motion was filed in Docket No. 03A-055CP-Transfer.  

6. Applicant states that consolidation is appropriate because a Commission order authorizing the encumbrance sought in Docket No. 03A-065CP-Encumbrance is a condition precedent to the transfer of Commission-issued authorities which is the subject of Docket No. 03A-055CP-Transfer.  In addition, the encumbrance is contingent on approval of the transfer.  In short, the two proceedings are inextricably intertwined.  Applicant states that, absent consolidation, the parties will be prejudiced.  Motion at 3.  

7. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(a) provides:  

The Commission may consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.  

8. It is found that the issues in each of the captioned cases are similar, and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced by consolidation.  Consolidation of the cases for hearing will provide efficiency in the hearing process.  

9. The Motion states good cause, is unopposed, and will be granted.  

10. In view of the consolidation, the hearing scheduled for May 2, 2003, in Docket No. 03A-065CP-Encumbrance will be vacated.  

11. There are no intervenors in Docket No. 03A-065CP-Encumbrance, and the Applicant in that docket is also the applicant in Docket No. 03A-055CP-Transfer.  As a result, the hearing in the consolidated proceeding will be held on April 29, 2003, the scheduled hearing date in Docket No. 03A-055CP-Transfer.  

II. ORDER
